DID YOU KNOW???
1.  If you have a young or old Bichon, Maltese, or Schnauzer it probably has or will get bladder stones, which means expensive surgery.  You can help prevent this very easily by checking a urine sample 

2. Dr. Martins provides 3 wishes for you and your dog to correct any bad or maybe just non-ideal behavior.  Did you know that Dr. Martins can probably save you and your pet if we teach you how to prevent problems before they happen. Unfortunately, half of all the children in this country will be bitten by age 12 by a dog that is not properly trained.  If you wish your dog would stop jumping, barking or growling at visitors, just set up a behavior consult as soon as possible.
3. Animal shelter and rescue populations are greatly increasing due to foreclosures that have forced families to abandon their pets.  The Somerset Regional Animal Shelter is Bridgewater is currently building a new and larger facility, but needs donations to continue.

4. Beware of public sandboxes, including the ones at your child’s camp.  Feral cats like to defecate in them and kids like to play in them.  Skin contact with canine and feline hookworm larvae cause coetaneous larval migraines (CLM).  CLM means that these worms move through the child/person’s skin through the body and can cause permanent blindness.  Deworming your animals 1-2 times a year and covering the sandboxes can help prevent this.
